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While no introduction is necessary, the
Hon Roger McClay's appointment as
Commissioner for Children in 1998
followed a long career in teaching and
politics.  He was the Member for Taupo
and Waikaremoana electorates and a
Minister in the Bolger Government from
1990 to 1996.   As the Commissioner, his
primary role is to promote the welfare of
children and young people and ensure
their rights are recognised.

Mr McClay said there is a natural
affinity between his professional role and
that of a KIDS Patron and that he was
looking forward to advancing the cause
for those with Primary Immunodeficiency
(PID) conditions.

personally feel very lucky to have five
very healthy grandchildren who haven't
had to go through the kind of physical
trauma that many KIDS members have
endured.  For this reason alone, I am
pleased to be in a position to give
something back and where possible, to
use my office to increase awareness of
primary immune deficiency conditions,º
he said.

educate people about  PID conditions.

As I travel widely
throughout New Zealand and in the
Auckland and Northland region, I will
have lots of opportunities to assist the
foundation lift its profile.  As a Christian, 
I also have a conviction that it is
important to care for those in need -
helping KIDS fits well with my beliefs,º 
he said.  

Foundation Chairman, Stephen Baxter,
said he was delighted that the Hon Roger
McClay and John Paterson had accepted
the roles of Patrons and looked forward to
working closely with them in the future.
